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Abstract:

Starting this year, the Wisconsin DNR has begun offering a suite of spatial products to 

communities in select watersheds known as the Non-Regulatory Flood Risk Products.  Behind 

the dull name are exciting datasets, developed to FEMA specifications, which are designed to 

better engage and inform local communities about their different flood risks.  This presentation 

will detail the unique processes the Wisconsin DNR went through to create these products and 

how the non-regulatory products can benefit your community.  During a flooding event, a stream 

can run down Main Street and a shoreline can be at your doorstep.  With the assistance of the 

Non-Regulatory Flood Risk Products, communities will be able to more effectively plan for such 

events.
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
